A CITY of Mandurah coun-
cillor who once went on a
hunger strike to push for the
Lakelands train station says
planning needs to start now
to avoid a parking crisis at
the facility.

Cr Ahmed Zilani, who was
elected in 2019 promising to
lobby for the station,
believes a multi-storey car-
park will be needed to meet
demand.

The  station  between
Warnbro and Mandurah is
set to be operational in 2023,
with construction starting
next year.

The project is 80 per cent
funded by the Federal
Government and 20 per cent
by the State. It will see more
than 2300 passengers each
day in 2023, growing to 3500
in 2031.

Cr Zilani said the area
allocated to parking was “so
small” and the issue had fre-
quently been raised with
him by residents.

“There is only a tiny block
for parking at the site,” he
said.

“The area will accommo-
date about 400 cars.

FOUR members of the Man-
durah Volunteer Fire and
Rescue Service who respon-
ded to a call to help in the
eastern states have been
thanked by the NSW
Government.

Service captain Paul Sta-
cey and firefighters Murray
Luff, Ron Hendon and Har-
ley Morgione have been with
the unit for 25, 39, 37 and 11
years respectively, with Mr
Morgione joining at the age
of 17. The four were awarded
a Bushfire Emergency Cita-
tion for their “outstanding
contribution” in their
efforts to combat the 2019-20
fires. Mr Stacey and Mr Mor-
gione wentto NSW at the end
of October, with Mr Stacey
returning with Mr Hendon
and Mr Luff at the end of
November 2019.

The brigade captain —
who is also the City of Man-
durah’s chief bushfire con-
trol officer — said they had
responded to a DFES callout
for volunteers to head east
because “it's just what we
do”. The local volunteers
faced a firefighting land-

scape starkly different to
anything they’d come across
in WA.

“They were in in drought
so there was no water sup-
ply,” Mr Stacey said.

“We learnt a lot about
backburns. We put in kilom-
etres and kilometres of min-
eral earth breaks.

“The whole state was blan-
keted in smoke. And it was
hot. We were over there five
days in a row in the heat and
conditions for 12, sometimes
14-hour days.”

The brigade was notified it

would receive the citation,
which includes a medal, cap
and letter from the Premier,
last month. Mr Stacey said
the honour was “totally
unexpected” and hoped the
awards would remind locals
of the fallout from the fires
that rural NSW communi-
ties were still enduring.

“They lost lives and the
sheer loss of property and
the native wildlife, it com-
pletely devastated large
parts of the State,” Mr Sta-
cey said. “The damage will
be everlasting.”

Timely arrival

THE first responder to a col-
lision between a bus and
truck has told of the “horrif-
ic" aftermath he saw, and
says the incident shows the
value of first aid.

A police spokeswoman
said Thursday morning’s
crash at the intersection of
Dawesville Bypass and Old
Coast Road involved a Tran-
sperth bus and a truck.

The driver of the bus, a
woman in her 60s, was taken
to Royal Perth Hospital with
non-life threatening injuries
and the driver of the truck, a
man in his 40s, suffered
minor injuries.

Cleanaway employee Dave
Feenstra was driving to
work when he saw the
wreckage, with the fronts of
both vehicles destroyed.

Mr Feenstra said the
female bus driver was stand-
ing in the vehicle and bleed-
ing “quite a lot”, while the
truck driver was getting out
of his vehicle as he pulled in.

Fortunately neither vehi-
clewas carrying passengers.

Mr Feenstra first checked
on the bus driver as he could
see that the truck driver
“seemed alright”.

“She was standing there
very shaken and shocked
and confused,” he said.

“She had radioed into her
depot to call an ambulance
and with that sorted, | got

some rags and covered her
lacerations on her elbow and
head. | put some pressure on
that and got her away from
the bus and off the road,
where it was safe.”

Mr Feenstra also began
cleaning up the road and
managing traffic, including
collecting a windscreen that
had been propelled some
20m away from the bus .

He said before police or
ambulance had arrived

more good samaritans had
stopped and offered help,
giving the woman a blanket.

Another bus driver also
arrived and comforted  her.

Mr Feenstra, who has
received first aid training
through his work, said  this
was the fourth serious acci-
dent he had been a first re-
sponder to.

“I've been in afew of them;
they’re quite horrific,” Mr
Feenstra said.

“But once you've done
your training, you go into
‘auto mode’ with what you
need to do in terms of traffic
management, first aid and
keeping people in a safe
place.”

A TREE change continues to
brew in Mandurah ahead of
a crucial council vote next
month.

The Coastal Times recent-
ly covered the issue around
Norfolk pine trees, with resi-
dents calling for the trees to
be removed from their verg-
es as the root systems dam-
age their homes and falling
debris poses a threat.

The City of Mandurah is

reviewing its policies
around trees, which
includes the possibility of
adding the pine to a list of
inappropriate trees.

The councillor behind
that push, Ahmed Zilani,
says he has been contacted
by dozens of people who say-
trees’ roots are damaging
the structure of their homes
and blocking their gutters.

Mandurah resident Craig
Cormack reached out to the
Times over a different spe-

cies of tree — a lemon scent-
ed gum that stands more
than 30m high on his proper-
ty. Mr Cormack would like
the tree removed but would
settle for it being trimmed.

He has lived in his home
for about 20 years and
applied to the City for more
than three years before
pruning works were done.

Mr Cormack said the tree
continued to pose a danger
to him and anyone using the
walkway beside his home.

“People walk through all
the time; they walk on my
grass and a branch could fall
down and hit them, hit their
dog,” he said.

“The roots have squeezed
the pipes underground so
there’s no pressure and |
have got no retic.”

Cr Zilani urged residents
to email councillors, warn-
ing policies would be locked
in place for years after the
review is completed.

The councillor says if resi-
dents are unhappy with
their trees they should be
able to remove them — but
they should pay for the re-
moval themselves and a
more suitable tree should be
in its place.

Mayor Rhys Williams said
the City had strict policies
governing tree removals but
that if people were experi-
encing structural problems
they should contact the City,
which  would work with
them on a “case by case
basis”.

The policy review is
expected to come before
council at its November
meeting.

Police are searching for a
man accused of tying
a young woman to her
bed during a “terrifying”

home invasion in Perth's
south.
Just before 8am last

Wednesday, the man alleg-
edly broke into a home just
off Regent Drive in Wanna-
nup and began ransacking
the property.

A woman in her 20s was
home at the time. She hid in a
wardrobe in her bedroom.

When the man found her,
detectives say he punched
her in the face and body
before tying her to the bed.

The victim suffered minor
injuries and the intruder
allegedly stole household
items and cash.

Police said the woman had
managed to call for help
before she was tied to the
bed.

After the attacker escaped
a friend of her partner
arrived and freed her.

Mandurah District Acting
Detective Sergeant Ethan
Baker said it was possible
more than one person was
involved and police were
appealing to the public for
information.

“Itt-'was a terrifying
incident for the victim,” he
said.

“We are offering her
services as appropriate.”

Det-Sgt Baker said there
was no evidence to indicate
the man knew the victim.

The man detectives
believe can help with their
investigation was described
as being about 180cm tall, ol-
ive-skinned, and in his early
30s.

He had a muscular build,
short brown and slightly
ginger hair, and a scraggly
beard.

He was wearing a black
hoodie, plain grey track-
pants, black sneakers and
black motorcycle gloves.

A PINJARRA farmer is call-
ing on the State Government
to help promote living and
working in country areas as
he battles to find good work-
ers.

The farmer wished to
remain anonymous but said
in a time of unemployment
crises, especially in Mandu-
rah, he could not under-
stand why it was so hard to
find staff.

“There’s a huge shortage
of workers,” he said.

“This year we lost olives
because we couldn’t harvest
in time.

“It is disappointing.”

The farmer owns land
throughout the State, rais-
ing cattle as well as produc-
ing olive oil, and said
backpackers were generally
his go-to for workers.

However, the coronavirus
has shut down that avenue.

“I will never run out of
work,” the farmer said.

“We look after our peo-
ple.”

At the moment he is offer-
ing one-month trials to give
potential workers the skills
to fill roles around his farm-
ing properties, but said a
lack of ambition as well as
drug and alcohol issues were

holding the region back.

Jack Mosedale has been
working on the Pinjarra
property for the past two
years.

“I's a pleasant place to
work,” he said.

“You see all the animals;
you see things grow and die.

“People just don't like this
kind of work because it can
be hard.

“Most blokes, especially
young blokes, aren't inter-
ested.”

Mr Mosedale said there
was always a place for people
who needed work.

“To get that experience
you've got to get out there
and get your hands dirty,” he
said.

“Come out here and try it
and if it doesn’t work out
you've lost nothing, gained a
bit of experience, and you've
got some pay as well.”.

Premier Mark McGowan
said the Government had
recognised the workforce
issue and implemented
strategies to assist farmers.

THE great Australian
dream of home ownership
is stronger than ever, with a
report revealing today’s
millennials are prioritising
getting on to the property

ladder more than any other
generation.

Millennials, defined as
anyone born between 1981
and 1996, are choosing to
save their money for a
house deposit rather than
living it up or directing
funds towards travel,
according to Bankwest
data.

Its analysis of the trends
of close to one million
customers showed that
across all generations of
goal-setters, millennials
were not only the most
focused on saving for a
home but were also least
likely to be setting travel or
miscellaneous goals.

Perth millennial couple
Hannah Jurewicz and Brad
Crough said the COVID-19
pandemic had made them
want to own their own

home

home even more.

“Going through such a
crazy time kind of makes
you want to be settled and
have something that is your
own,” Ms Jurewicz said.

“We, obviously not being
able to travel with COVID,
kind of refocused our
savings even more on a
house and the fact that it's a
buyer’s market, low interest
rates, | guess everything
really came together.”

The couple, who started
saving towards their first
home 18 months ago, are
hoping to buy a property
next year.

Elite Finance Australia
senior finance broker
Justin Abbott said there
had been a noticeable trend
of more millennials saving
for a house deposit over the
past six months.

“Government stimulus of
the building grants has
seen a massive influx in
new house and land
package inquiries and the
majority of these are from
millennials,” he said.

“I believe our property

market is turning to the
point where it is now
cheaper to purchase than it
is to rent, especially with
interest rates at the lowest
ever seen.”

The rise in millennials
saving for a home pushed
the “saving for a home”
category up nearly 50 per
cent from March to August,
according to Bankwest
analysis— the biggest
growth across all saving
categories.

Overall, saving for a
home was the third-most
common goal across
customers of all age
demographics, behind “just
saving” and “travel”, which
was the second most
common, despite
continuing restrictions.

Travel had flatlined as
the only savings goal that
had single-figure growth in
the period.

Bankwest chief customer
officer Paul Vivian said the
data was another example
busting the stereotype of
millennials as “carefree
money-wasters”.

WHEN it comes to sports
utility vehicles, most fail
miserably to live up to the
name.

As high-riding wagons,
gravity and physics prove
victorious, essentially
rendering them anything
but sporty, but Skoda has
bucked the trend with an
athletic version of its
Kodiaqg seven-seater.

The first Skoda SUV to
wear the hallowed ‘RS’
badge, it has a bi-turbo
diesel engine promising
efficiency and punch.

The sporting prowess
comes at a cost: $65,990 plus
on roads, which pushes the
Kodiaq towards prestige
territory.

From the outside, the RS
is distinguished by the
badging, big 20-inch wheels
featuring red brake

callipers, twin tailpipes and
different bumpers.

Step inside and the
bucket Alcantara trimmed
seats with leather features
and red stitching
accentuate the sporting
credentials alongside
carbon-look finishes and
the flat-bottom steering
wheel with paddle shifters.

Other nice kit includes a
9.2-inch touchscreen with
the best clarity you'll find
in a car, hands-free boot
opening, three-zone climate
control, Audi-like digital
instruments, wireless
phone charging with Apple
CarPlay and Android Auto
connectivity to the
10-speaker Canton stereo.

Maintenance is required

annually or every 15,000km.

Warranty coverage is five
years and unlimited
kilometres.

Maintaining the five stars

achieved by the standard
Kodiaq back in 2017, the
sporting derivative doesn't
deviate with its tech.

Brakes can be
automatically applied if an
impending collision is
detected by the various
sonars, and it also works in
reverse. Other inclusions
are blind spot detection,
which lights up an LED
symbol in the side mirrors
when a vehicle moves into
position and then flashes if
you indicate to move, plus
lane assist which can gently
steer the car back into the
middle of the lane if the
driver wanders.

Towing capacity is rated
at 2000kg with a downball
weight of 100kg. But with
gross vehicle mass of just
2551kg, the limit would be
jetskis and small trailers.

Small but smart extras
set the Skoda apart.

Plastic edge protectors
pop out every time a door is
opened. Fold-down headrest
supports stop head flops in
the back seat, umbrellas are
embedded in the doors and
velcro-based supports keep
loose items in place in the
boot.

It adds up to a thoughtful
family SUV that suits busy
and active lifestyles.

Head, leg and knee room
remains excellent in the
first and second rows. Like
most seven-seat SUVS, the
third row is aimed for
occasional use and while
small adults can be
accommodated, it's an area
best left to the kids.

With all seats in use there
is a handy 230 litres of boot
space. Drop the third row
flat and the luggage area
expands to 520L, and with
all seats collapsed it can
easily handle a few

surfboards or flatpack
furniture with 1950 litres of
space.

This could be the best
sounding diesel on the
market; many wouldn’t pick
it's an oil-burner.

It's armed with what
Skoda calls ‘Dynamic
Sound Boost’, a device that
analyses engine speed, gear,
torque as well as speed and
adds some serious meat to
the original exhaust note.

From standstill, the
Kodiaq is responsive with
all-wheel drive delivering
maximum grip.

The 7.0-second 0-100km/h
time won't shatter quarter
mile records, but the hefty
levels of torque provide
effortless acceleration.

Combined with the
artificial soundtrack, well
balanced set-up and timely
shifts from the seven-speed
dual-clutch automatic

gearbox, it handles corners
and changes direction

flatter than any other SUV
for this coin.

Verdict: The Kodiaq
boasts performance and

functionality smarts, which

regularly make you smile.

MAZDA Australia says its
new BT-50 on sale this
month does offer something
unique to buyers, despite
sharing everything except
for its styling with the
recently released Isuzu
D-Max.

The new BT-50 is built at
an Isuzu factory in Thai-
land, with Mazda admitting
its only input into the vehi-
cle was its internal and
external styling.

Mazda Australia also says
it's not planning to increase
its five-year, unlimited-ki-
lometre warranty to match
the D-Max’s six years of
coverage.

However, Mazda Australia
marketing director Alastair
Doak said the design was the
first of several reasons why
buyers may choose the BT-50
rather than the D-Max or an-
other rival.

“| think the real question
is why would you choose a
BT-50 over any ute in the
marketplace?” he said.

“In terms of the looks, we
think it looks great. The
Kodo design language has
been hugely popular, wheth-
erit's across CX-9 or Mazda2
and everything in between.

“Ultimately,  customers
will decide but all the
research we've done so far
has been very positive.”

Mr Doak said the ute mar-
ket had diversified as the
vehicles grew more popular
among weekend warriors
and families.

“There are a variety of
buyers within that segment,
from the traditional tradie to
others,” he said.

“We don't expect to appeal
to every buyer in the seg-

ment; all we need to do is
appeal to some and we'll
more than succeed .

“There is an emerging
group of people stepping out
of SUVs into the more so-
phisticated utes that are saf-
er and ours has all the latest
safety gear.

“At the moment, the
HiL ux and Ranger are the

biggest sellers, so they're the
ones you have to compete
with and make sure you have
a credible alternative to.
And we very much think this
is.”

Mr Doak also cited the
brand’s long history of offer-
ing a ute, established dealer
network, Mazda's finance
service and guaranteed

future-value program as
other factors likely to lure
buyers.

Mazda Australia manag-
ing director Vinesh Bhindi
said there were no plans to
extend the BT-50's warranty
past five years, as the unlim-
ited-kilometre coverage
meant more to ute buyers.

The D-Max’s warranty is

six years, but capped at
150,000km.

The BT-50 has been a solid
citizen for Mazda without
setting the sales charts on
fire, despite the massive suc-
cess of the previous genera-
tion's twin-under-the-skin,
the Ford Ranger.

Discussions were had with
Mazda Corporation in Japan
about whether a new BT-50
was required, but Mr Bhindi
said it was a vital vehicle for
the brand in Australia.

“A lot of our regional deal-
ers rely on a ute for their
business,” he said. “So no,
there was never any thought
BT-50 wouldn't exist; the
question was, were we going
to collaborate with the right
OEM?, and | think we have.”

Mazda expects to make up
a 7 to 8 per cent share of the
ute market in the next cou-
ple of years.

Beyond that, any updates
would have to be done in con-
junction with Isuzu, how-
ever Mr Doak wouldn't be
drawn on whether this could
include a souped-up, Ranger
Raptor competitor.

“We might get into trouble
if we start speculating on
things that may or may not
exist in the future,” he said.

“We've got access to a line-
up we think is really strong
and we're very happy with it.
We'll look at opportunities
down the track.”
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
