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City losses continue to Rise

THE City of Bayswater’s big-
gest recreational facilities,
Bayswater Waves and The
Rise, are continuing to run
at losses of more than
$200,000 a year.

At the October 27 meeting,
the council noted the finan-
cial updates for the two facil-
ities.

The net operating loss for

the Waves from July 1, 2020
to the end of September 2020
was $425,575 compared with
$396,140 from July 1, 2019 to
the end of September 2019.
Meanwhile, net operating
loss for The Rise from July 1,
2020 to September 17, 2020
was $226,569 compared with
aloss of $234,578 from July 1,
2019 to September 17, 2019.
The current figures do not
take into account the peak

season over summer, and
are only reflective of the off-
peak months.

The waiver of commercial
leases resulted in an esti-
mated loss of revenue of
$15,000 for the Waves and
$20,000 for The Rise.

Chief executive Andrew
Brien said recreational facil-
ities including Bayswater
Waves and The Rise were
impacted during the

COVID-19 lockdown due to
reduced patronage.

“In March, the City’s pools
and recreation centres were
entirely closed, as the safety
of our staff and community
were our priority,” he said.

“The costs of operating a
pool along with necessary
staffing, legislation and su-
pervision requirements
have resulted in them
remaining unviable for com-

Workplace injury fine

A BAYSWATER waste recy-
cling company has been
heavily fined for gross negli-
gence after a labour hire
worker's arm was amputat-
ed at the shoulder when he
was dragged between a con-
veyor belt and roller.

The Resource Recovery
Solutions worker  was
manually removing unsuita-
ble items from conveyor
belts and clearing blockages
when he became caught in
the crush point while remov-
ing a rock in January 2016.

The company was found
guilty in July of gross negli-
gence by failing to provide
and maintain a safe work
environment.

In  Perth Magistrate’s
Court on Monday, Resource
Recovery  Solutions was
fined $310,000 for the gross
negligence offence and an
additional $20,000 for failing
to comply with an improve-
ment notice issued by Work-

Safe. It was also ordered to
pay $234,000 in costs.

WorkSafe WA Commis-
sioner Darren Kavanagh
said it was the first time an
entity had been found guilty
of gross negligence under
the Occupational Safety and
Health Act.

“The magistrate stated in
her decision that the disre-
gard for safety was blatant
and went well beyond mere
neglect,” Mr Kavanagh said.

The maximum penalty
available to the magistrate
for the 2016 offence was a
$500,000 fine. WA's work-
place safety laws were
increased in 2018 to allow a
maximum fine of $2.7 mil-
lion for gross negligence.

The State Parliament also
recently passed long-await-
ed industrial manslaughter
laws.

Resource Recovery Solu-
tions were contacted for
comment.

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Lakes midge relief I1s In sight

PARTS of the midge-plagued
Lake Brearley in the May-
lands Lakes area will be
dredged, as part of a suite of
new measures to provide
relief for residents.

Residents living around
Lake Brearley, Lake Bunga-
na and the Brickworks
Lakes have been dealing
with  masses of midges
entering their houses and
outdoor areas, and the
stench from green algae in
the lakes, for several years.

The City of Bayswater has
implemented dredging of

Bungana, treated Bungana
and Brearley with residual
larvicide, installed solar-
powered midge traps, four
microbat boxes and gross
pollutant traps, and applied
Phoslock to Bunganga and
Brearley to reduce nutrients
that contributed to algal
blooms.

Earlier this year, the City
engaged specialist engineer-
ing company GHD to investi-
gate the effectiveness of
measures and provide rec-
ommendations.

At the October 27 meeting,
councillors  unanimously
approved measures recom-

mended by GHD.

These include the installa-
tion of mechanical mixers to
de-stratify Brearley and
Bungana, selective dredging
of Brearley in shallow midge
breeding areas, considera-
tion of more dredging sub-
ject to review of the
effectiveness of other
actions, hydraulic modelling
and a fauna study being de-
veloped.

A management and main-
tenance plan for the lakes
and surrounding natural ar-
eas will be developed to iden-
tify a phased foreshore
restoration through the

Ms Akhtar said the City
informed residents it would
be digging up the grass and
start planting on November
2 but trees were torn down
on November 3 instead.

“The revegetation will
aim to improve water quali-
ty, provide habitat for native
animals, improve biodiversi-
ty at the site, improve visual
amenity of the lake and
achieve a better quality and
more sustainable outcome
for the future.”

Works started in Septem-
ber to finish in December.
